It is
recommended that you have a Sewing Kit that contains the following items:

o Tape Measure — Flexible dressmaking one that measures in centimetres (at least on one
side).

o Pins - (recommended Trendy Trims Dressmakers Pins)

o Own fabric Scissors — (recommend the Medium size orange box one’s from Pets
Emporium — super sharp, excellent value, and can be sharpened)

o Sewing Threads — White & Black

o Thread Snips - (Recommended — sharp and good value) /

(I will have some for sale for $4 each — cash only)
o Quick Unpick/Seam Ripper
o Tailors chalk — white
o Handsewing Needles - Sharpes or Betweens r(assorted sizes)

o Half a metre of woven cotton (broadcloth) fabric, Minimum width 1 metre — (and old sheet or
duvet is fine)

o (optional) Half a metre of woven tape or (non satin) ribbon (for tying the pin cushion onto
your machine )

o Pen & Paper

o Lunch
